Remove the fairing screw at bottom rear on the
left hand side.

Remove the lambda cable clip from the frame.

4
Loosen the exup cable behind the rear brake
fluid reservoir.

Loosen and move the silencer to the right as
much as possible. Be careful with the lambda
and exup cable.

6
Remove the shock absorber attachment
screws and the link screw from the swing arm.

7
Remove the shock absorber.

8
Install the Ohlins shock absorber in the same
position as the original shock absorber.

Lower the vehicle so that the suspension
is slightly compressed before you tighten
the screws.

Make sure that all removed parts are installed
in the same way as they were before the
installation.
