-38, -40, -42, -44, -46, -48 and -52.

To get spring rates between the available rates, 
combine two springs with different rates, one 
with a lower and one with a higher spring rate.
Example: To get spring rate 4,7: use spring with 
4,6 in one fork leg and 4,8 in the other fork leg.

* Rider’s weight: Rider wearing proper riding 
gear. Make sure you know your total weight 
with riding gear. Riding gear weighs between 5 
and 15 kg.
